The rings are not marked with 

the judging order, times, num-

ber of dogs and the assigned 

Judges.  You simply ask for 

help, in French of 

course!  However, you could 

purchase a catalogue and re-

ceived a program of events 

which included Education, 

Agility, Conformation and 

more.  

  
The dogs are given a written 

critique by the Judge as they 

are stacked on a six by four 

plank on the ground not on a 

grooming table.  The exhibi-

tor is given a ticket denoting 

the rating of the dog.   

 
All four Griffon breeds, the 

Petit Basset Griffon Vendéen, 

Grand Basset Griffon 

Vendéen,  
Briquet Griffon Vendéen, and 

the Grand Griffon Vendéen, 

are still being judged for their 

hunting abilities as well as 

conformation, therefore the 

French favor the un-groomed 

natural look when being 

shown.
